Practise spelling the tricky words, see how

Hide the tricky words (why and which, if 

you want hide when and what also). Once 
they have found out, they have to read 

the word out before looking for a another 
tricky word.  

Once found them all you could challenge 
them to see if they can find them quicker.

thinking about what punctuation you
