R.E.  

For our thematic learning in R.E. this half-term 

we will look at how different faiths help when 

life gets hard? We will be identifying:  

• ways in which religions guide people in how to 

respond to good and hard times in life.  

• similarities and differences in two religions 

focused on life after death. 

• connections between what people believe 

about God and how they respond to 

challenges in life (e.g. suffering, 

bereavement). 

• talk about the value of gratitude in the lives 

of people, whether believers and non-

religious, including my own views. 

Maths  

In Maths during this half-term, our objectives will 

focus on decimals, algebra and statistics.   

 

We will be learning to:  

• read and interpret information in tables, 

including timetables. 

• convert between different units of metric 

measures. 

• use common approximate conversions between 

metric and imperial measurements. 

• identify, describe and represent the position of 

a shape following a reflection or translation. 

• use the appropriate language when reflecting 

and translating a shape. 

History 

In History, we are learning about the Greek 

Empire in our topic ‘Groundbreaking Greeks’.  

  

We will be learning about:  

• significant events during the ancient Greek 

empire. 

• life in ancient Greece. 

• reliable sources of information such as 

primary and secondary sources. 

• The Minoans and Mycenaean civilisation, 

comparing similarities and differences 

between them.  

• how significant figures from ancient 

Greece have influenced the world today. 

PSHE/RSE  

This half term is all about ‘Changing Me’. 

 

We will be looking at:  

• the different types of relationships people have in their lives. 

• how knowing someone online differs from knowing someone face-to-

face.  

• how to recognise risk in relation to friendships and keeping safe. 

• knowing about the types of content (including images) that are safe to 

share online; ways of seeking and giving consent before images or 

personal information is shared with friends or family.  

• know how to ask for help or advice and respond to pressure, 

inappropriate contact or concerns about personal safety. 
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Science  

In Science this half-term, we will be learning about the 

changes that occur in plants and animals in the topic, 

‘Evolution and Inheritance.’  

We will be learning to:  

• recognise how living things have changed over time.  

• explore fossils and how they can provide information about 

changes which have occurred. 

• recognise that animals reproduce offspring of the same 

kind.  

• exploring how animals and plants adapt to survive in their 

environment.  

• understand that animals adapt, and this leads to evolution. 

French  

In French, this half-term, we will 

be looking at the topic ‘At 

School’.  

 

This will include:   

• repeating and recognising the 

vocabulary for school 

subjects. 

• saying which subjects I like 

and dislike in school. 

• telling the time in French. 

Design & Technology 
In design and technology this half-

term, we are going to be exploring 

different materials in the topic 

‘Stuffed Toys’.  

This unit will involve: 

• designing a stuffed toy, 

considering the main component 

shapes of their toy. 

• creating a suitable template for 

their stuffed toy. 

• joining two pieces of fabric using a 

blanket stitch. 

Music  

In Music we will be taking part in whole school 

singing lessons with Mr Reed. 

 

In Music, we will be following Charanga with 

the theme of Reflect, rewind and replay. We 

will be reviewing:  

• Music covered throughout the year.  

• Sing alongside a song. 

• Rehearsing songs for the end of year 

leavers assembly.   

Computing  

In computing, we are going to 

look at ‘3D modelling’.  

 

This will involve: 

• adding 3D shapes to a 

project. 

• analysing a 3D model. 

• constructing a 3D model 

based on a design.

In P.E. this half-term, we will 

be focussing on athletic 

events and preparation for 

sports day.
